IF YOU HEART ART

Splurge options there if you so desire
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For many, the thought of
buying art can be daunt-
ing. But adding art to your
home and displaying it
well doesn’t necessitate
spending a fortune or hir-
ing an expert to hang it.
You can do it all on your
own and on a budget.

Manny Neubacher and
Anya Shor, founders of The
Art Stylists — a Toronto-
based free art consultation
service providing art solu-
tions for homes businesses
and event spaces — say the
number one rule when
choosing art is to pick
something that speaks to
you. In essence, you should
love it. After all, you'll be
looking at it every day.

“Art is the quickest way
to change the feeling in a
room,” explains Shor,
adding that if you have a
specific wall in mind for
where the art will go,
measure it so you know
your limitations. “If you se-
lect a piece that’s too large

or too small for the wall it
will look odd,” she adds.

One way to really add
impact to a hallway or din-
ing room wall is by hang-
ing multiple pieces of art
in a gallery style.

“But you need to make
sure all the art pieces work
with one another in some
way,” says Shor. Whether
it’s the subject matter,
colour, size or framing,
there should be one ele-
ment that ties them all to-
gether in an interesting
way.

When it comes to small
spaces, Neubacher says:
“Try not to overwhelm it
with a frame that is too
loud or too strong, unless
everything else is minimal
and subdued.”

And always be sure to
have a firm budget in
place. “It’s great to know
how much you want to
spend on your art before
you start looking,” advises
Neubacher.
